Prerequisite Mathematics Skills
Given the equation for Compounded Interest: 
                      P = C (1 + r/n)nt

 P = future value
 C = initial deposit
 r = nominal annual interest rate
 n = number of times per year interest is compounded
 t = number of years invested (e.g. 45 days = 45/365.25 

years)

An initial deposit of $100 is made into a 3-year Certificate of 
Deposit (CD). The nominal annual interest rate is 5.5% 
compounded monthly. What is the value of the CD upon 
maturity?
